#808

"Rey Santos is one of the few individuals from Oapan who still collects tla:lnese:rah. He and his wife (who purifies the wax and separates the honey) sell the wax for 500 pesos (about 40 dollars) per libra (pound). The honey is sold for about 10 pesos a small vial. The nest was discovered after Rey dug a hole about 1.5 meters deep. It took him two days to complete the excavation (though working both days only in the morning (i.e., perhaps 5-8 hours total)."

# 815: "Upon returning from having dug up a nest of tla:lnese:rah with Rey Santos, who sells the wax and honey with his wife (whose father worked this material), Paula Pantaleón and I discovered the entranceway to an underground nest from which scores of bees were emerging (which we trapped). Rey Santos confirmed that these were tla:lnese:rah and that he would return to excavate the nest.
