Biographical Data:

Born in Mexico City January 26, 1967.  Graduated from the Universidad Iberoamericana in Social Communication, specializing in film and television.  I have dedicated ten years to television and video production, especially in Indigenous communities in the state of Oaxaca.  

Founding member of the organization “Ojo de Agua Comunicación,” which is dedicated to helping strengthen communication processes in indigenous communities.  In Ojo de Agua I am responsible for the area of production, although I also lead workshops within the project “Community Centers of Communication” that we are developing in 3 regions: Cuetzalan, Puebla and Sierra Norte e Istmo in Oaxaca.  I am also a member of the group “Mal de Ojo TV.”  This group of independent non-profit producers began as a part of the social movement in Oaxaca; their fundamental objective is to produce materials that can be an alternative to the information produced by the mass media about Oaxaca. 
I was a recipient of “Seed Grants” from the National Geographic and I was a member of the selection committee and member of the Board of the “All Roads Film Festival,” also organized by National Geographic. I get the most important grant for artists in Mexico: “Sistema Nacional de Creadores de Arte” 2010-2012. My work has been selected in various national and international festivals. I have received 12 recognitions (awards) in national and international cinema and film festivals.  I have produced 15 episodes of the television series “Pueblos de México,” about cultural diversity in Mexico and transmitted on channel 11, channel 22, and on the EDUSAT channel. 
My work has also been show in cultural and art centers such as:

COMPROMISO CUMPLIDO is a documentary that denounces the human Rights violations committed by the government of Ulises Ruiz Ortiz Turing the social mobilizations that shook Oaxaca in 2006, and that resulted in more than 25 murders registered by the popular movement.

While documenting 6 of these cases, COMPROMISO CUMPLIDO discovers a terrorism strategy of the State that was implemented in Oaxaca and the impunity of its authors: no one is detained, there are no investigations or previous inquiries, in spite of the evidence and witnesses who identify the guilty.
This documentary was released in Oaxaca June 14, 2007 in the city plaza and was simultaneously presented in the following locations:
