Note: -kopa is extremely limited in its distribution. The locatives -nalko and -ikpak are  apparently limited to the two combinatory forms listed above.
The preceding forms are not very productive. The locative -k(o), however, is apparently somewhat productive. 
There are two other locatives limited to nominal stems: -tlan and -titlan.

     indicates ‘abundance of’ nominal stem; apparently highly productive
	ko:lo:tlan ‘place abounding in scorpions’
a:skatlan ‘place abounding in ants’

	-titlan
     indicates a place “characterized” by the nominal stem although it may also carry the sense of ‘below’ or ‘underneath’
	a:titlan ‘in (i.e., underneath) the water’

The Ameyaltepec term -tlan is related to the Classical term -tlâ, whereas -titlan is related to -tlan. Neither should be confused with the toponymic ending -tla:n (e.g., miktla:n), which has a long vowel.
Combines with possessive prefixes only: 

   Common terms:

	-wa:n
	indicates ‘along with’ of either animates or inanimates; note that te:wa:n is used for inanimates: te:wa:n tlapo:wtok notlikuw ‘my firewood is counted along with all the rest’

	-pa:mpa
	indicates substitution of a human subject by other, nopa:mpa ‘in my stead’

	-ka
	indicates ‘about’ or ‘in relation to’, noka ticho:ka ‘you cry about me (i.e., in missing me)’

	-pal
	indicates ‘by the grace of’


     Uncommon terms:
	-na:k
	indicates ‘at the side of’; apparently this is cognate to classical -na:wak, which is found with nominal stems.


Note that i:ka (‘with’) has been grammaticalized as ika which is used to mark a grammatical relation of complementation (or, depending on ones perspective, of both complements and adjuncts). It is also often “abbreviated” as simply ka with an instrumental sense.

Note that i:wa:n (‘with’) has also been grammaticalized as wa:n as a conjunction ‘and’ although it may also appear as i:wa:n in this functional role.
