At this point you should know the following:

· Copula: what are the copulas, singular and plural, for the present, past, and future

· Location: how to express the location of animates and inanimates through the use of the verb o:n + kah/ye in association with an adverb of place or an adverbial phrase indicating place (e.g,. ka:mpa wetskalo ‘where there is laughing’)

· Existential: how to express the existential verb (in English ‘there is’) for both animates and inanimates and in both affirmative and negative. Often these two take an adverb or adverbial clause.

· Intransitives: All the referential subject prefixes (n-, t-, ø-, t-, nim-, -ø)

· Impersonal passives: Using the nonreferential subjects -lo (for humans) and tla- (for nonhumans)

· Transitivity alternation:

· Nondirected

· Causative

· Anticausative

· The form of the nondirected alternations (see table 3.2)

· The basic way of deriving a causative (e.g., nemi → nemi:tia)
